SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1.
ORGANIZATION AND RULES

1.1
The championship is organized by the Yacht Racing Association of Thailand, in conjunction with the Royal Thai Navy, Junior Sailing Squadron of Thailand, Royal Varuna Yacht Club and International Optimist-Dinghy Association.

1.2
English shall be the official language.

1.3
The championship will be sailed under the 1997-2000 RRS, the current Class Rules of IODA, the Final Notice of Race (unless any of those will be amended by the Sailing Instructions), the Sailing Instructions, and in the case of the ASEAN Challenge Cup, the Supplementary Sailing Instructions.

1.4
RRS A1.3 shall not apply, unless implemented at the discretion of the Jury.

1.5
The event was designated RRS G4 Category B, but advertising is restricted to that permitted under G3 Category A.

1.6
An International Jury (IJ) will be constituted in accordance with RRS Q1. Decisions of the IJ are final and not subject to appeal.

2.
ELIGIBILITY


Competitors shall comply with the ISAF eligibility requirements in accordance with RRS K1 and 2 of the Notice of Race.

3.
CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS – NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

3.1
Any changes in the SSI and other notices to competitors as approved by the IJ will be posted on the official notice board before 0830 on the day on which they are to take effect, except that a change in the starting time of a day’s first race to a time earlier than originally scheduled shall be posted before 1900 on the day before it is to take effect.  The notice board is located in the Junior Clubhouse, RVYC.

3.2
In alteration of SI 3 1, when IC “H” is displayed ashore, notices may be made after 0830, which may take effect immediately (see also SI 4).  IC “H” will only be displayed ashore when at sea IC “N over H” has been displayed.

4.
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed on the RVYC’s official signal mast.

4.2
IC “L”
notice to the competitors have been posted.


IC “AP”
all races not started are postponed;  do not leave the beach.


IC “AP over A”
all races not started are postponed to a later day.


IC “A”
boats shall proceed to the racing area, the starting signal will not be given within 30 min. after the display of this flag.  Boats shall not leave the beach before this flag has been displayed.


IC “H”
competitors shall not leave the beach and shall await further instructions.

A sound signal will be made when making any of these signals or lowering IC “AP”.

FORMAT OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP

(1)
ASEAN Challenge Cup (Team Championship)


Team racing amongst teams of 4 yachts from each ASEAN country according to format of IODA Challenge Cup as adapted to local conditions.  See Supplementary Sailing Instructions (“SSI”).  The entry of the national team of Japan has been accepted according to 2.3 of the Notice of Race.

JSST Challenge Cup (Individual Championship)


Individual racing, up to 6 races.

8.
RACING AREA


The racing area is in the Gulf of Thailand off the RVYC in South Pattaya.

9.
THE COURSES

The diagrams in Illustration A shows the courses including the approximate angles between legs and the order of marks to be rounded.  All marks to be rounded to port.  The course will not be shortened.  The course signal will be displayed shortly before the warning signal.

10.
MARKS

Marks 1, 2 and 3 will be orange inflatable buoys.  New marks, as provided in SI 13,  Change of Course After the Start, will be a boat displaying IC M.  The starting mark will be a buoy with orange flag. the finishing mark will be a buoy with a blue flag.

11.
THE START

11.1
Races will be started as follows:

This changes RRS 26.1 and 30.  Times shall be taken from the visual signals;  the failure of a sound signal shall be disregarded.

	Class flag, 1 sound

	Preparatory
	Flag P, I or Z, or black flag, 1 sound

	Starting
	Class flag removed, 1 sound


The preparatory signal will be displayed one minute after the warning signal and will be removed, with one sound signal, one minute before the starting signal.

The starting signal will be made five minutes after the preparatory signal.

11.2
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the race committee boat at the starboard end and the port-end starting mark.

11.3
A boat shall not start later than four (4) minutes after her starting signal.

12.
MARK BOATS

Mark boats may be stationed beyond each mark.  When on station only, each mark boat will display a RVYC Pennant.  Failure of a mark boat to be on station or to display her signal will not be grounds for redress.  This changes rule 62.1(a).

13.
CHANGE OF COURSE AFTER THE START

A change of course after the start will be signalled before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the new mark (markboat with IC M) may not then be in position.  Any mark to be rounded after rounding the new mark may be relocated  to maintain the original course configuration.  When in a subsequent change of course a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced with an original mark.

14.
THE FINISH


The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a race committee boat and the nearby mark at the port end.

15.
TIME LIMIT


The time limit for the first boat to finish shall be 90 minutes after her starting signal.  When the first boat finished within the time limit the race will be valid only for those boats which finish within 30 minutes after the finishing time of the first boat in her race (altering RRS 35).  Boats which fail to finish within this time shall be scored “DNF”.

16.
PROTESTS

16.1
Protests shall be written on forms available at the race office and delivered there within Protest Time, which will end one hour after the time of the last boat’s finish in each race, except in the case of two races being sailed back-to-back in which case Protest Time will end one hour after the last boat finishes the last race of the day.

16.2
Protests will be heard in approximately the order of receipt as soon as possible.

16.3
Protest notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors where and when there is a hearing in which they are parties to a hearing or named as witnesses.

16.4
Decisions of the jury will be final as provided in rule 70.4.

17.
SCORING


The Low Point scoring system, RRS A2.2, will apply, modified so that each boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores, with her worst score discarded if four or more races have been completed.  Six races are scheduled, of which four races shall be completed to constitute a series.

18.
SAFETY

IODA Class Rules 4.2(a) and (b), 4.3(a and b), shall be observed.  

19.
PERSONAL BUOYANCY

A personal flotation device shall be worn at all times while afloat.  Wet suits and dry suits do not constitute adequate personal buoyancy.  If the buoyancy device is of an inflatable type, it shall be inflated at all times while afloat.

20.
SUPPORT BOATS

The organizing committee will supply a general Team Leaders boat.

Team leaders or coaches are not allowed to use individual team support boats.

21.
MEASUREMENT

Competitors are allowed to use only one hull, daggerboard, rudder (with tiller and extension), mast, boom, sprit and sail during the Regatta.  These parts of the equipment shall be measured according to the Measurement Regulations, and approved to be complying with the Class Rules by the Measurement Committee.

Substitution of damaged equipment may be permitted, after approval has been given by the IJ.

Boats may carry national letter(s) or sail numbers in contravention of the Class Rules.  The national letter(s) to  be carried shall be those of the country entering the chartered boat.  In all other respects, the sail shall comply with the Class Rules (according to and amending RRS 77 and Appendix H1.1(c)).

22.
LIABILITY

Participants compete entirely at their own risk and responsibility.

The Organizing Authority and any other party involved in the organisation of the championship regatta, accept no liability whatsoever for any injury, damage, loss or claim, whether personal or material, incurred by or inflicted to participants before, during or after the regatta.
